A Leadership Insight As To The 

Direction He Is Leading CLC ... 

Lest We Forget  
~Dan Curtis 

In hard times, times of testing and trial, God works in us to produce iron.  

We draw closer to God for protection, and that reshapes our relationship 

with Him. 

But the night does not last forever; times of trial come to an end.  Nahum 

1:12 says, ñAlthough I have afflicted you, Judah, I will afflict you no 

more.ò  As we cross the finish line of that trial, we feel the joy of external 

peace and we embrace it.  It feels like victory.  We quickly put away the 

recent hard times from our thoughts.  And with those thoughts, the ad-

vances we experienced in our relationship with Him are remembered, but 

only dimly; and they grow dimmer and dimmer as time progresses. 

What we so easily forget is that the ñvictoryò came from the changes that 

God wrought in us during that trial, not the completion of the trial itself.  

In Deuteronomy 6:10-12, God warns us not to forget the closeness of our 

relationship with Him when the pressure is off and we are enjoying His 

blessings. 

Being humans, in order to remember the real victory, we have to remind 

ourselves about what God has taken us through.  This is hard to do if we 

donôt record it.  We quickly forget.  There may be other ways that are just 

as good, but I havenôt found any.  Whenever I read my journal, even from 

just a few months ago, I always find myself saying, ñOh yeah, I had for-

gotten about that part of it, and about what God spoke to me in the dark-

ness.ò  God is interested in our growth in Him.  And if we forget that 

growth, will we have to go through it all again? 

Hereôs what Iôve been taught, and what Iôve confirmed in my own life. 

¶ We need a book to write our journey in.  Loose papers will  get lost. 

¶ Record the facts.  Record the words He gives you or the discoveries 

you make.  Record your feelings about both.  Your feelings connect 

you to the victory in ways that simple facts never can. 

¶ Read what youôve written; the recent entries and those from a few 
years ago.  This lets you re-live it so that you wonôt actually have to 

go through it again. 

I hope this entices you to use a journal to hold onto what youôve gained in 

the dark times.
